ONLY FLUSH TOILET PAPER
.
  The pipes in our homes are over 60 years old.  They do not have the capacity to wash away any other material.  Do not flush baby wipes, feminine hygiene products, diapers, paper towels, Q tips, etc.  The more money that is spent on emergency plumbing problems means that there will be less money to spend on scheduled replacing of pipes throughout the Homes.
GARBAGE DISPOSALS

  When you use your garbage disposal make sure you run plenty of water after you have turned it off.  10 - 15 seconds is enough time for the water to carry the debris out of the pipes.  This will lessen the problem of pipes clogging.

  Having too many clothes, boxes, or general clutter in your utility area can be a fire hazard.  Please keep yourself and your neighbors safe and keep your utility areas clean.
DO NOT CAULK AROUND SINKS AND TOILETS

 If there is a plumbing issue we might have to remove a pedestal sink, lavatory or toilet.  If there is caulking around these things they might be damaged upon removal.
CLUBROOM DEPOSITS.
  If you do not pick up your deposit for the clubroom within 1 week after your event we will... If it is a check, shred the check... If it is cash, we will credit it towards your maintenance account.
EXTRA WORK.
  From time to time, the Homes has the need for work rehabbing units we own.  When the need arises we will open bids to the public.  We will publish the information in the newsletter or you can call the office.
