MINUTES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

December 20, 2010

Stockholders are reminded that it is their responsibility to keep all walkways and steps clean and free of snow and ice in front of their units.

The end of the year is fast approaching and The Homes, Inc. and the Board of Directors wishes to thank all stockholders, staff and volunteers that have helped make the community a place of enjoyment this year.  The Board thanks all participants this year for the social events and parties that were held including Cinco de Mayo, Community Awareness Saturday, Watermelon Feast and Back to School Giveaway, Halloween and Chili Cookoff, Thanksgiving Dinner and Christmas festivities.  The Board appreciates the valuable assistance the corporation has received from the Neighborhood Watch Program as well as the various city and county officials and programs.  The Board also thanks Jena Garr for her dedication to posting photos and operating the corporate Facebook and Twitter pages.  The Board hopes the community-building will continue throughout 2011.

All stockholders with ideas for upcoming social events are asked to contact the office.  Bingo will be held in the clubhouse on December 28, 2010 from 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.  The board members and office staff will provide baked goods for prizes.  Also, a $25.00 gift certificate to a local restaurant will also be awarded.

Stockholders are reminded that the office will be closed on December 24, 2010 and December 31, 2010.

Old Business to be Discussed:

Bob Anver announced that Congressman Dennis Moore helped in getting approximately $18,000.00 in fines and penalties refunded or waived by the Internal Revenue Service.  The Board thanked Bob for his valuable assistance in this effort.

New Business to be Discussed:

The Homes is going to implement an emergency ALERT system.  Whenever an emergency occurs within the community, the office will contact you by telephone using an automated ALERT.  This is a free service offered by the Unified Government through the Neighborhood Watch. To sign up, please contact the office before January 3, 2011.  It is important that the office have a current operational telephone number for each stockholder to participate. 

The Board is considering increasing maintenance fees for new stockholders.  New fees being considered are $225.00/month for 1-bedroom units; $230.00/month for 2-bedroom units and $235.00/month for 3-bedroom units.  This would not affect current stockholders or current stockholders that wish to buy different or additional units. This change, if approved, could go into effect as early as January 1, 2011.

The new positions will be funded partly through a three-eighth-cent tax increase approved by Wyandotte County voters last April. Federal money will also be used. Police Sgt. Emmett Lockridge believes it's a good opportunity for students, people with prior experience in law enforcement and anyone interested in serving the community. But Lockridge tells WDAF-TV that applicants should be prepared for rigorous screening because the department wants the best possible officers. 





Crime loves darkness, hates light.  Keep your porch lights on at night.  The Neighborhood Watch can install a dawn-to-dusk attachment on to your porch light for $11.00 that will turn the light on at dusk and turn it off in the morning.  BPU estimates a 75 watt bulb in a dawn-to-dusk fixture costs about 15 cents a month in electricity. 


If you see anything out of the ordinary (strangers roaming the neighborhood, peering into car windows, etc.) call the police.  If a stranger knocks on your door with a sob story about their wife having the debit card, etc. politely refuse them, carefully note their description and call 911.  It is against the law to panhandle.  Report the description to the office so the maintenance men can be on the lookout as well. 





WHY YOU SHOULD BE A PART OF NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH


Being a part of this group, you will be better informed of what is going on in your neighborhood and the first to know when crimes occur near you. 


It has been statistically proven that watch programs are effective in crime prevention. The investment of your time in such programs will yield huge returns by making your neighborhood as well as your own home a safer and better place to live. 


This program educates its group members about what security measures are effective and ineffective. 


This program can be a good tool for dealing with issues such as barking dogs, loud parties, abandoned vehicles, run down properties, and other issues that attract criminal activity. 


Your neighbors can be a pillar in your home security program. Being an active member of a Neighborhood Crime Watch Program guarantees that both law enforcement and your neighbors will part take in maintaining your home security.

WINTER WEATHER TIPS





Stockholders are responsible for shoveling their steps and sidewalks.  FREE bags of ice melt are available at the office.  Shoveling snow can be dangerous and should be approached with caution. If you have �HYPERLINK "http://www.webmd.com/hw/back_pain/tn9300.asp"�lifting limitations� or back problems, then it might be best to hire someone to help you rather than take a chance of injuring yourself. If however you are unable to do that, keep these tips in mind:





If you have a heart condition or high blood pressure, be sure to speak with your doctor ahead of time to determine if there are any precautions you should be taking.


Select a small shovel with a curved handle that is ergonomically tested and proven to decrease strain and pain on the back. If you can find a push shovel, this might be safer than one you must lift. 


�HYPERLINK "http://www.webmd.com/hw/back_pain/tn9304.asp"�Lift with your legs� and not your back keeping the load as close to the body as possible.


Take small loads. Don’t try to accomplish too much too fast. 


Avoid twisting at the waist as this can lead to back trouble. Stand in what archers call an open stance – with one foot facing ahead and one facing out to the side. This will enable you to pivot easier as you lift and dump the snow. 





When you finish shoveling, plan to relax and let the muscles calm down. Taking a nice warm bath might help you. The key is to try and break a spasm before it has a chance to develop into a painful condition. Massage, �HYPERLINK "http://www.webmd.com/content/article/117/112714.htm"�heating pads,� muscle relaxants, etc. can all help in avoiding the development of muscle spasms. 





The Kansas Department of Transportation is reminding motorists how to be prepared for winter driving with a series of common sense tips.  





Find out about driving conditions before you go.  


Slow down for wet, snowy, icy conditions. 


Avoid quick braking or acceleration.  


Buckle up everytime. 


Turn signals, brake lights and windows need to be clear of snow.You should never use cruise control in winter weather conditions. 


Avoid excessive actions while steering, braking or accelerating to lessen the chances of losingcontrol of the vehicle.


When accelerating on snow or ice, take it slow to avoid slipping and sliding. If you have anti-lock brakes, press the pedal down firmly and hold it. If you don't have anti-lock brakes, gently pump the pedal. 


If your car loses traction and begins to slide, steer in the direction you want to go. Anticipate a second skid in the opposite direction as the car straightens out. 


Slow down when approaching intersections, off-ramps, bridges or shady spots. These are all candidates for developing black ice - a thin coating of clear ice that can form on the pavement surface that may be difficult to see. 


Drivers should allow additional room between their vehicles and others. Winter road conditions often result in longer stopping distances. Leave extra room between you and the vehicle in front of you.

� HELPFUL HINTS ABOUT LIVING IN THE HOMES


KEEP FUNANCE AND WATER HEATER AREAS CLEAN.  Having too many clothes, boxes, or general clutter in your utility area can be a fire hazard.  Please keep yourself and your neighbors safe and keep your utility areas clean.





YARDS & PORCHES.  Please take the time to clean up/organize your yard and porch.  The size of our porches do not allow for you to keep many items on them before they start to look cluttered and messy.  If you do not have a shed, an affordable idea to store your items in are deck and patio boxes.  They range in cost from $30 to $100 and can be purchased on-line or at your local discount store.  Items that should not be on your porch...appliances, boxes, buckets, mops, paint containers or any other "non outdoor" items.





ONLY FLUSH TOILET PAPER.  The pipes in our homes are over 60 years old.  They do not have the capacity to wash away any other material.  Do not flush baby wipes, feminine hygiene products, diapers, paper towels, Q tips, etc.  If maintenance finds these items consistently causing a back up in your pipes you may be charged for the repair.





CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS.  Carbon monoxide or CO is found in combustion fumes that are produced by gas stoves and heating systems. CO from these sources can build up in enclosed or semi-enclosed spaces.  People and animals in these spaces can be poisoned by breathing it.  The Homes offers carbon monoxide detectors for $25 installed.





SPEEDING.  The speed limit in The Homes, Inc. is 20 mph.  It only takes a few seconds for a distracted child to dart out in the road.  Please be aware and safe while driving.





PARKING.  The Homes does not have assigned parking.  Please be considerate of your neighbors and their parking needs.  Try not to park in a spot that is normally used by your neighbor.  If you have guest, have them park in the overflow lots.





CABLE & SATELITE DISHES.  If you install cable or dish services YOU MUST complete a stockholder change request.  It is a simple form that gives you the rules about the installation, such as, no drilling through siding, dishes cannot be attached to the unit or in a front yard.





TRASH.  Do no put your trash to the curb until 4:00 p.m. the day before pickup.





STICKS AND LIMBS.  Place sticks/limbs in 4 foot bundles to the curbside for pickup by maintenance.





HOLIDAY DECORATIONS.  The Homes welcomes all your festive efforts for holiday decorating on the outside of your home.  Remember not to attach anything to your siding and roof and to remove the decorations by February 1st.

Have your pet spayed or nuetered.  The Humane Society (5445 Parallel Parkway, Kansas City, KS  66104 - 913-596-1000) offers the best rates for this service.  For dogs to be spayed or nuetered, along with the required vaccinations it is $36.  For cats to be spayed or nuetered, along with the required vaccinations it is $5.  Shirley Elmore volunteers to pick up your dog or cat and take them to the Humane Society then bring them home after the procedure.  Please call the office for Shirley's contact information.


By having your pet spayed or neutered, you are not only helping your pet to live a longer and healthier life but also saving the lives of other animals. Spayed or neutered pets lose their desire to roam the neighborhood in search of a mate so are less likely to be injured, lost or to get into fights. They are also less likely to bite and have other behavioral problems. Males are less likely to spray or mark territory. Plus, the reproductive organs removed during surgery are those that frequently cause medical problems in older animals, including many types of cancer. 


Spaying and neutering is also necessary to stop the overpopulation of pets. Every year in this country, over 4 million dogs and cats are euthanized in shelters because there are not nearly enough people to adopt them. In the Kansas City area alone, over 20,000 animals are killed in shelters. The majority of these are young healthy animals, including puppies and kittens, who if given the chance would make wonderful pets. Thousands more die on the streets from starvation, disease and injury. So please do your part to help by having your pet spayed or neutered.

Under the program, senior citizens who meet the guidelines will be able to take advantage of a utility rebate.  The program offers senior citizens a rebate on a portion of the amount paid for utilities during 2010.  Persons applying must be 65 years of age during the entire year of 2010, live in the city of Kansas City, Kansas, and their total income not to exceed $25,000.  The maximum refund is $150.

KITCHEN NOOK





Pepperoni Bread 





Ingredients: 


1 loaf frozen bread dough 


1 stick pepperoni, peeled and sliced thinly 


4 oz. mozzarella cheese, shredded 


1 egg 


1 teaspoon parsley 


1 teaspoon oregano 


1/2 teaspoon salt,1/4 teaspoon black pepper 


4 oz. mushrooms, sliced (optional) 


Sesame seeds 





Directions: 


Thaw bread dough according to package directions. Pre-heat oven to 375 degrees. 


Spray cooking oil on a cookie sheet. Spread dough out almost to the edges of the cookie sheet. 


Mix together the egg and all seasonings (not sesame seeds). Spread 1/2 of this mixture on the bread dough. 


Place a two row layer of pepperoni down the center of the bread dough.  Add sliced mushrooms (optional). 


Add mozzarella cheese. Pull up the sides of the bread, and crimp or pinch together. 


Turn crimped side over so it is on the bottom. Do this carefully, as the crimping can open up.  Spread remaining egg mixture on top of the dough. Generously sprinkle sesame seeds on top. 


Bake at 375 degrees for 25 minutes.  Yields: One loaf

 Crayon T-Shirts





Difficulty: Average


Parental supervision is recommended





Since kids are so good at breaking up crayons when they are new from the box, getting them to break them up intentionally is usually fun! Let the kids tear apart the crayons until they are in tiny pieces. 





What you'll need:


Broken crayons 


Wax paper 


Iron 


Ironing board 


Dish towel 


White paper 


White fabric or a T-shirt 





How to make it:


Take a plain white piece of fabric (we used a T-shirt) and prepare it by placing it on the ironing board "canvas" side up. Insert a piece of clean white paper between the layers of the T-shirt. 


Kids can create a pattern on the T-shirt with the broken crayon pieces. Simple patterns might include a heart, a peace sign, or a rainbow. 


The adult can place waxed paper on top of the crayon pattern, and a dish towel on top of that. Use the iron on a low to medium heat to melt the crayons into place. Then remove the towel and the waxed paper to see the new creation! 


Since the crayons are colored, the idea is to melt the color into the fabric. The wax will usually wash off, but the colors remain for a LONG time!
