STEP 2: GET SCHEDULED

e The Unified Government Public Health Department will
contact employers, organizations and individuals who are
eligible to set up appointments for vaccinations.

* Have a meal beforehand - it's important that it's not just water
or coffee, something with calories to raise blood sugar will
help prevent complications with the vaccine
