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SPECIFICATIONS FOR PET OWNERSHIP IN THE HOMES, INC.
Pets are to be penned, on a tie out or leash at all times they are outdoors.
Dogs at large (not on leash, a tie out or in fenced area) are handled through Animal Control.  Complainant should leave name and phone number, telling the dispatcher they want to file a complaint against the dog’s owner.  Pets should not be tied near street-side sidewalks.  These sidewalks are for public pedestrian use and are not to be obstructed.
Residents are allowed no more than two (2) dogs or five (5) cats per unit.  Any combination of up to five (5) pets is allowed as long as no more than two (2) are dogs.
No excessive barking between the hours of 11 p.m. and 8 a.m. 
Excessive dog barking is not handled through Animal Control.  Complaints should be referred to Mr. Greg Carr, Dispute Resolution, 
913
-573-5225.  Complainant should leave their name, phone number and the address of the barking dog with Mr. Carr.  Mr. Carr will contact the dog’s owner.  The complainant remains anonymous.
Pets required by city ordinance should be licensed and vaccinated for rabies yearly. 
Injured and stray-confined animals are handled through Animal Control.  Complainant should follow up with Animal Control within 2 hours of first call. 
Defecation should be removed from the yard on a regular basis.  If the stockholder is unable to do this work for any reason, there are services listed under pets in the yellow pages

How to Have a Safe Halloween
Thinking about how to have a safe Halloween helps you plan wisely to insure that the holiday is full of fun and safe activities. Because there is more to Halloween than just trick-or-treating, there are measures to consider for before and after the actual night of Halloween. This can include costumes, Halloween parties or planning the décor around your own house.
Costumes and How to Have a Safe Halloween 
Costumes are a favorite among children and adults when it comes to Halloween. There are some things to be careful of, though, when it comes to your Halloween costume. For example, it is important that a costume or mask does not obstruct your vision. Also, be sure there is no part of the outfit that hangs off of it that could be a tripping hazard or become ensnared on another object. Try the costume on and move around in it. Better to find out before the party or Halloween night if there is a problem with the attire. Make 
mends
 and adjustments to fix any potential problems. Also, this is a good way to make sure the costume is comfortable in general.
Make up can occasionally be a safety concern. First, it is important to make sure you or your 
child do
 not have an allergic reaction to the makeup. Dab some of it on your hand and wait for a few hours to make sure there are no irritating results. Eye makeup can also run into the eye and cause problems. For both of these reasons, it is a good idea to carry wipes that will help remove makeup if there is a problem or at the end of the evening to let your skin breathe.
Also keep in mind any accessories that come with the costume. Make sure nothing about the getup and accessories could become loose and end up a choking hazard for small children. Also, any knives, swords or similar objects should be short, soft and flexible. While trick-or-treating, you may want to hold this type of item for your child.
Safety for Trick-or-Treating 
Before setting out to hit the streets and collect candy, there is a check list of items you and your youngster should have on hand. Be certain you have these items: a map of the route, a flashlight and a cell phone. Make certain your child wears good sturdy shoes, such as sneakers, even if it doesn’t go with the Halloween costume. Also, try to have something attached to the costume that acts as a reflective device.
While on the streets, obviously, pay attention for drivers who aren’t doing just that.
 Stick together and, when traveling in groups, make sure each trick-or-
treater
 is accounted for before heading to the next door. Do not allow any child a single piece of candy until they have all been inspected thoroughly.
Upon arriving home, all the food items should be checked out. Make sure candies have secure wrappers and are not choking hazards. Baked goods should only be permitted if they have been made by someone you absolutely know and trust. Fruits should be inspected for puncture, injection or slit marks.
Decorating Safety for Halloween 
This is a great part of the Halloween tradition, but should also be planned well to prevent potential hazards or threats. Candle-lit jack-o’-lanterns should be monitored closely at all times. Make sure the candle is fully extinguished before bedtime and that the pumpkin is not in the path of a great deal of foot traffic. Also, when in doubt, go with the plug in type or use glow sticks to illuminate jack-o’-lanterns.
Keep an eye out for anything that could be a tripping concern. It can be easy to get caught up in the festive decorating and lose sight of the functionality of the set up. Anything that could get caught on a foot or around the neck or a limb should be avoided. Monitor this even after the decorations have been up for a bit. Things can fall or slip out of their original place just enough to cause a problem. Use fire retardant items for decorating whenever possible and make certain anything that uses electricity is not overheating or near something that could ignite with long exposure to heat.
Common Sense
The idea to having a safe holiday is to use common sense and trust your instincts. You don’t have to be overly paranoid, but you should be aware, alert and informed. How to have a safe Halloween is just using the guidelines so that everyone has a good time without any problems.

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YARDS & PORCHES:  Please take the time to clean up/organize your yard and porch.  The size of our porches do not allow for you to keep many items on them before they start to look cluttered and messy.  If you do not have a shed an affordable idea to store your items in are: deck and patio boxes.  They range in cost from $30 to $100 and can be purchased on-line or at your local discount store.  Items that should not be on your porch: appliances, boxes, buckets, mops, paint containers or any other "non outdoor" items.  The office offers free paint for the porches.

SPEEDING.  The speed limit in The Homes, Inc. is 20 mph.  It only takes a few seconds for a distracted child to dart out in the road.  Please be aware and safe while driving.

NOISE.  Please be mindful of the level of noise you create.  It is our responsibility to keep the sound we make to a reasonable level so we are not disturbing our neighbors.  Sometimes, simply communicating with your neighbors and working out an understanding can resolve this and many other problems.

BURN PILE AND DUMPSTER.  Contact the office before dumping items in the burn pile or the dumpster located at the office.  The burn pile is for yard waste (tree limbs, brush, and grass) only. DO NOT PLACE BUILDING MATERIALS IN THE BURN PILE.  

ONLY FLUSH TOILET PAPER.  The pipes in our homes are over 60 years old.  They do not have the capacity to wash away any other material.  Do not flush baby wipes, feminine hygiene products, diapers, paper towels, Q tips, etc.  If maintenance finds these items consistently causing a back up in your pipes you may be charged for the repair.

Watercolor Leaf Rubbing
Difficulty: 
Very Easy
  
Age: 5 and up
By using certain crayon colors matched with brown watercolor paint, you can create a cool, almost neon affect with your leaf rubbings! 
What you'll need:
Various leaves 
2 sheets of white copy paper 
Glue stick 
2 paper clips 
Orange and green crayons 
Water color paints: brown, orange, yellow, red 
1 sheet orange construction paper 
How to make it:
Place a piece of white paper onto the work surface. Arrange leaves face down, onto the paper. Tack th
em in place with a glue stick. 
 
Place the second piece of paper over the top of the first and hold together with a couple of paper clips. 
Use orange and green crayons to color over the top of the leaves on the paper, causing the imprint of the leaves' veins to show through. Remove the paper clips and take the paper with the leaves out from underneath your rubbing. Paint over the top of the entire picture using brown watercolor paint. Water down the paint so it is rather thin and add a bit more paint when painting over the leaves since it will bead up a little. Spread the paint around with your fingers and spread it around. You will see the colors of the crayons come through the paint. Mount the white paper on a larger piece of colored construction paper to give it a framed look. 
Tips:
This creates a pretty cool picture on the back of your painting as well! Turn it over to see the result. 
Look for leaves that are free of bugs or any small growths. 
You do not have to use a glue stick to attach the leaves, but it does help to keep them in place.
